EXCLUSIVE Service Contractors, Who Are they and what do they do?
PPAI Show Management has contracted a select group of companies to perform the various tasks needed to set up, operate and dismantle the exhibits.  Order forms and a description of their services and rates can be found in the appropriate sections.  A complete list of the required contractors, with their addresses and phone numbers is located in this section.

official general contractor

Freeman Decorating Company is the official general contractor, responsible for material handling, decoration and labor.

· Material Handling pertains to the moving of freight from the warehouse or loading dock to the booth and from the booth to the loading dock; also between booths.

· Decoration pertains to installing, decorating and dismantling exhibits.

· Labor for material handling and decoration -- teamsters, machinery movers, riggers, carpenters, and decorators -- as well as for signs is also arranged through the general contractor.

PPAI recommends that each exhibitor obtain a pro forma invoice for all services supplied by the general contractor before leaving the exhibit hall.

PPAI Show Management will have personnel on hand, throughout the course of the show, to consult with exhibitors regarding any invoices received from service companies.  If there is any question as to the charges made, please consult with our show representatives before paying the bill.  Do not wait until after the show to settle problems that can easily be resolved at the McCormick Place Convention Center.
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
