WHAT IS A MARSHALLING YARD? 
A. 
The Marshalling Yard is designed to allow carriers to “check in” and station themselves at a location close to the show site and await their call for targeted freight move-in. This area helps to relieve congestion and traffic at the facility. 

Q. 
WHY DOES MY CARRIER HAVE TO WAIT AT THE MARSHALLING YARD? 
A.
 In order to expedite move-in of the entire show, every exhibitor has a pre-determined target freight move-in time. As you reference the Target Floor Plan located in the Shipping/Material Handling Section, you will notice that each area of the show floor is targeted for freight delivery on a specific day. A large number of exhibitors are scheduled within each day. While your shipment is due at the marshalling yard at your target move-in time, it may take time before your shipper is called to deliver to the facility. 
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
