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COMMONLY USED SHIPPING METHODS
The most commonly used methods of shipping exhibits to a show, aside from an exhibitor’s own vehicle, are common carrier, airfreight, padded van, and small package delivery, such as FedEx, UPS, etc.  For the benefit of those who may need guidance, here are a few comments based on past experience.

COMMON CARRIER
Common carrier is the least expensive method of shipping.  Common carriers work on a volume basis, so that smaller consignments are usually combined to make full loads.  However, shipments may be loaded and unloaded as many as three times before reaching their destination, thus increasing the chance of being damaged, mislaid or lost.

When using a common carrier, here are some useful tips:

· All materials should be carefully packed and/or crated.

· All materials should be clearly numbered and labeled.

· Allow several extra days over the quoted delivery time.

AIR FREIGHT
Shipping by airfreight offers the advantage of fast service on short notice.  Although more expensive than other methods of shipping, airfreight carriers can usually offer same day service direct to the Exhibit Hal.

Again, as with common carriers, it’s wise to:

· Choose your carrier carefully -- some carriers specialize in trade show service.

· Allow several extra days over the quoted delivery time.

· All materials should be carefully packed and/or crated.

· All materials should be clearly numbered and labeled.

PADDED VAN

Padded vans offer specialized service tailored to your needs.  Vans will pick up your shipment at your plant and deliver it direct to the Exhibit Hall without handling in between.  This keeps damage, loss and incorrect shipping to a minimum.  Padded van service is highly recommended for uncrated displays and/or machines.  SPECIAL NOTE: While padded van shipping is reliable and time efficient, it is generally more expensive than shipping via common carrier.

UPS, FedEx®, ETC.
Express mailing packages to the show can be fast but costly.  Any package delivered to the Exhibit Hall will be charged at the current material handling rates. If you must use this type of service, we suggest having it shipped to your hotel.

HOWEVER YOU SHIP, REMEMBER:

· Put name of exhibiting company, booth number and The PPAI Expo 2005 on every piece and include a contact name and phone number in case of emergency.

· Instruct your carrier to report first to the marshalling area.

· Bring all shipping documents with you to The PPAI Expo 2005.

CARRIER INFORMATION

Freeman Transportation is a full-service, one-stop resource for your shipping needs.  By using Freeman, you will have an on-site contact at the show, have the ability to track packages, pre-printed shipping labels and bills of lading will be provided, and all of Freeman show services are listed on one invoice.  If your company doesn’t have a preferred carrier, we would suggest using Freeman Transportation.  Of course, all carriers are welcome to pick up and deliver at PPAI Events.  Please provide your carrier with the move-in and move-out times listed in the Exhibitor Service Kit CD.
